President Dan Fike called the meeting to order.  Copies of the Minutes from April were distributed.  Cecil Smock made a motion to approve the minutes and Linda Sullivan seconded.  Motion approved unanimously. 
Committee Reports:

Treasurer – Larry Smith – Larry highlighted the April report.  
-Larry made a motion to approve the report and Linda Sullivan seconded.  Motion approved unanimously.
Architectural – Bobby Carson – Absent.   Bobby approved two projects; a pool and a driveway.
Alert Neighbors/Safety  – Linda Sullivan – Linda will pick up more booklets and stickers to hand out at future meetings.  She will request a “big” sign for the entrance at Burberry Place. 

Budget – Larry Smith – Nothing to report.
Clubhouse – Rita Lack – There were two rentals in April.
Key Card – Susan Cox – There are about 10 cards on hand.  Susan ordered an additional 25.  The cards will be activated next week.
Landscape – Linda Sullivan  –  Linda worked with eight employees of TNT Lawncare to landscape the two Bailey entrances.  The total cost of materials was about $1300.  Brian agreed to help with the labor for free.  The estimated total work was worth about $3500.  They will continue the work next weekend at the Sawgrass entrance.  
Newsletter – Garry Townsley – no report.  
Playground – Vacant – The play set in the dry retention pond needs attention.
Pond – Paul Jarrell – The fountain in pond 1 is lying sideways.  Steve Gatzke agreed to help Paul to fix the fountain within a couple weeks.  The lights in pond 3 have a short.
Pool – Deb Townsley – Fiesta worked on some of the repairs today.  Deb began work on fixing the broken chairs.  She estimates that they will last one more season.  She will power wash the patio and chairs when Fiesta is finished with their work.  She is also going to paint the life rings.  The pool will open on May 22nd.
Social – Vacant – Absent.  
Welcome – Steve O’Bannon – Seven welcome packets were delivered in April.
Old Business:
-Speed Bump:  We will hold off on speed bumps until after the police perform their bicycle patrol.
The Questionnaire:

- Question 2, 117th street into Wal-Mart.  The City reneged on their promise to open the road.  Their explanation was due to the economic downturn.  Dan asked if a temporary gravel road could be built.  Unfortunately, City Ordnance doesn’t allow for gravel roads.

-Question 4, the pond.  Dan spoke with the three contractors for new bids.  All the bids for the repair will be in the $45,000 to $50,000 range.  The work would include:  taking down the fence, removing the south sidewalk, dredge to a depth of 15 feet, and construct a concrete wall that will extend one foot above the water line.  They will require access thru Paul’s yard and will re-sod when complete.  The work would take about three to four weeks and they would work Monday thru Friday, 8-4.  They will not tamper with the drain.

-Dan will call the Oklahoma Conservation Program to see if they have a better solution.

New Business:
Postal Service:  There have been several complaints of not getting mail and receiving other people’s mail.  Tom Coburn has gotten involved and promised a neighborhood meeting with the Regional Post Master General.  Look for information about the meeting and plan on attending.
Parking Violations:  It is illegal to park with-in 300 feet of an intersection.  A red car is parking on the street at the 102nd entrance.  It is causing safety issues.  It was agreed that we will request the police to aggressively begin writing tickets for such violations.

Larry Smith made a motion to adjourn at 7:48p.m.  Linda Sullivan seconded.  Motion approved.
