Playground – Vacant – Dan Fike researched a new playground similar to the one at Burberry Place.  It will cost between $25-28,000.  

Pond – Dan Fike - Vandals are removing the safety bags from the ponds.  

Pool – Deb Townsley – repairs are almost complete; everything will be done in a week.  The pool cover will be replaced after all work is complete.

Social – Vacant – Nothing new.

Welcome – Steve O’Bannon – Absent.  Nothing new.

Old Business:
-Christmas Light Contest:  will be judged on the 18th.

New Business:

-Light at Pond #3:  Rita is reviewing all PSO options, currently they recommend a transformer at a cost starting at $2000.  PSO recommend a location for the light and the owner of the lot does not want it in their yard.  

-HOA Dues:  30 days after the due date, ~ March 1st, we will begin imposing interest charges per the covenants.  It was discussed to charge everyone 12% if the computer software doesn’t allow for differing percentages.

-Snow Removal:  Susan Cox contacted Curb Masters.  They charge $85/hour and estimate 22 hours to remove 8” of snow from our neighborhood.  We would be very high on their list and get a fairly quick response.  Light snow or ice, they will clear the entrances and salt/sand the road.

-Violation Committee:  It was recommended we start a violation committee to help enforce violations in the HOA.

-VP Nominations:  there are two nominees:

1) Craig Cox- wants to get involved to keep neighborhood looking good and safe.

2) Dan Fike- can only commit to one year, but has served for several years.
