President Paul Daniel called the meeting to order.  The Minutes from March were distributed.  Dan Fike made a motion to approve the minutes and Deb Townsley seconded.  Motion approved unanimously. 

Committee Reports:

Treasurer – Rita Lack highlighted the March, April, and May reports.  
-Rita made a motion to approve the report and Dan Fike seconded.  Motion approved unanimously.
Architectural – Bobby Carson – Absent.  Bobby approved seven requests. 
Alert Neighbors/Safety  – Linda Sullivan – Absent.  
Budget – Larry Smith – Absent. 
Clubhouse – Rita Lack – There were two rentals in March, four in April and two in May.
Key Card – Susan Cox – Ordered 50 new cards, have distribute about 25 to new homeowners.
Landscape – Linda Sullivan  –  Absent.  The entrances are looking good. 
-Sprinkler issues at entrances are currently being repaired.

-Sprinkler issue at clubhouse will involve cutting the sidewalk next week.

-The drain on the pool deck in back of the clubhouse will be fixed also.

Newsletter – Garry Townsley – the next issue will be sent out the first week of August.  

Playground – Vacant – Dan Fike said it was $300 to put a wood canopy on the playset.  

-Discussed purchasing two new benches.  Dan made motion, Paul Jarrell seconded.  Motion carried.

Pond – Dan Fike met with the city last week.  

-Aerators:  We will install one in each pond at $3000 each.  Will table till spring.

-Dry pond:  It is not working as planned.  The city will do nothing as usuall.

-Silt build-up in pond #3:  City denies that it is silt.  Fine sand or coarse mud then?

-Drain from pond #3 to pond #2:  City will run a camera, but want us to remove them from any liability.  Paul Daniel made a motion to have Dan and Kevin hire our own camera crew first, Paul Jarrell seconded.  All approved.  

Pool – Deb Townsley – It is posted and to be clear that the pool chairman’s responsibility does not involve any activity at the pool regarding any homeowner or visitor.  Their duty is ONLY to communicate business between the HOA and Fiesta regarding the maintenance and operation of the pool.

-The city inspector mentioned to Kevin that we are on the verge of being shut down due to the pool deck moving.  This is causing an unsafe situation.  Rita and Kevin will talk to the lawyer on who is responsible for the repair.  Dan will get a cost estimate.

-We now have a pool monitor or “Poolice”.  Dan Fike will frequent the pool for inappropriate activity and resolve any conflict.  Current issues include:  underage patrons, rough horse play, unsupervised children, and food in pool area.

-Paul Jarrell pleaded his case regarding his card being deactivated for underage unsupervision.   Paul stated it will never happen again.

Social – Vacant – Nothing new.

Welcome – Steve O’Bannon – Absent.  Seven packets were delivered since April.

New Business:
-Garage Sale:  The garage sale will be on September 24th.

-Storage building for Clubhouse:  Paul Daniel made a motion, Dan seconded, all in favor.

-Disorderly vacant lots:  Kevin will contact the city to have resolved.

The next meeting will be September 20, 2011.

Mike Miller made a motion to adjourn at 8:30p.m.  Dan Fike seconded.  Motion approved.
