Committee Reports:

Treasurer – Rita Lack highlighted the January and February reports.  
-Rita made a motion to approve the report and Dan Fike seconded.  Motion approved unanimously.
Architectural – Bobby Carson – Absent.  Bobby approved a patio enclosure.  

-Susan Cox added a form for requesting approval to the website for electronic submission. 
Alert Neighbors/Safety  – Linda Sullivan – Absent.  Rita Lack reported that Linda has requested more alert neighbor packets for the welcome packets.
Budget – Larry Smith – Absent, nothing new. 

Clubhouse – Rita Lack – There was one rental in January and none in February.

Key Card – Susan Cox – Nothing new.

Landscape – Linda Sullivan  –  Absent.  Rita Lack reported that flowers will be planted when the weather stabilizes.  

-The gates at the entrances are currently being held by Velcro.  Linda recommends they be removed as they don’t provide any useful purpose.  Kevin Rubottom made a motion to remove, Dan Fike seconded, approved unanimously.

-Linda recommends we continue to use Lawn America for week control.

Newsletter – Garry Townsley – the next issue will be sent out the first week of April via USPS.  

Playground – Vacant – Dan Fike is going to bid on fixing the dry pond swing set.  Install a wood canopy, weld swings, install rubber edging and fill with mulch.

-Rita Lack would like to see a bid for a metal picnic table on a concrete slab to be installed by the dry pond in Sawgrass 2.  

Pond – Dan Fike  reported that Cecil the Otter visited pond #2.  He has since moved on.  Cecil will likely return with his clan in a few months and likely stay for a few days eating fish, snakes, and maybe turtles.  They won’t harm humans or their property.  

-Some kids were shooting bb guns on pond #2.  They hit a duck and killed it.  It is illegal to shoot ducks.  

-The cat-tails need to be removed.  On option is to hire John Turner’s company for $249/month for about six months.  They would put in new plants and grasses and treat the water and weeds.  The effect would be to prevent erosion and improve the visual appearance.  He recommend on removing the fence.  Discussion on the fence removal concluded in finding someone to remove and fill post holes in exchange for the fence.  Installing aerators would help remove the silt buildup.

-The fountains will be put back in the ponds when the temperature improves.

Pool – Deb Townsley – Deb reported that the pool will open on May 21st.  Fiesta will remove the cover on April 19th.  The pool will be drained, the ladder repaired, and the decking resurfaced.  

-Susan Cox found very nice chars at Lowe’s for $20.  It was recommend to purchase about 10-12.

Social – Vacant – There will not be an Easter egg hunt this year.

Welcome – Steve O’Bannon – Absent.  Two packets were delivered in February.

New Business:
